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The King of the North is now arising...
In Daniel 11 we find a time-spanning prophecy about two opposing powers: the kings of 
the north and south. In the past, they were the heads of regions that were geographi-
cally north and south of the Holy Land. This prophetic conflict, which began in ancient 
Greece, has spanned over 2300 years and is now nearing its cataclysmic conclusion.

The latter part of Daniel chapter 11 describes the clash between the King of the North—
leader of a global superpower from the region once ruled by the Seleucid Syrian kingdom 
of old—and the King of the South—from the countries once known as the Ptolemaic Em-
pire, which is now part of the Arab-Islamic world. Notably, geopolitical conditions are now 
lining up for the final epic clash between these two kingdoms, which will bring about the 
rise of the global titan, whom Scripture calls The King of the North, in the Last Days.

The title, “King of the North”, refers to both the political power—and person.
 Let’s see what the Bible says about the King of the North...
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KING OF THE NORTH
Daniel 8:23-24 — “And in the latter time of their kingdom... a king of fierce 
countenance, and understanding dark sentences, shall stand up...” 

Yahweh’s Early Fore-
warnings Give Time to 
Repent/Prepare...

Among the most sobering of all 
End-time, Bible prophecies are 
those referring to earth’s last 
ruler: the tyrannical, wicked, and 
globally-dominating King of the 
North. Scripture plainly tells us that 
this epic “King” will take the global 
“throne” just before Messiah’s 
Return. But this ultimate oppressor 
doesn’t just arise out of thin air, 
appearing on the global stage only 
in the toenails of Time. And if we 
only look for this autocrat in the 
Apocalypse, we may identify him far 
too late. 

End-time Bible prophecy serves 
the primary purpose of forewarn-
ing Yahweh’s people.  There are 
prophetic markers given in Scrip-
ture that help us note the signs of 
a prophetic event looming on the 
horizon. Much like highway signs, 
which tells of locations and exits 
many miles before we reach them, 
these prophetic signs help us watch 
and prepare for foretold events. But 
if we fail to recognize the early signs 
of a prophetic event coming upon 
us, the Biblical forewarnings will be 
of no personal value. 

Without the Heaven-intended early 
warning, we may be insufficiently 
prepared and unable to properly 
respond to the situation. There is 
a reason our Heavenly Father gave 
these prophecies with so many 
sightable early “signposts” along 
the way. Yahweh’s people are sup-
posed to be forewarned, prayerful, 
and prepared. Clearly, identifying 
the early signs of the King of the 
North is vitally important for every 
Believer. 

Whenever there is a highly significant 
prophetic event coming, Yahweh 
always provides His people with an 
abundance of early warning signs, 
which often appear for many years 
prior to the event. For example, the 
prophet Daniel foretold the timing of 
Yahshua’s first Advent in Daniel’s 490-
year prophecy. The prophetic markers 
of Daniel 9 had been ongoing for over 
400 years prior to Messiah’s Birth. In 
addition, the epic Flood of Noah’s Day 
was foretold for a period of 960 years. 
Enoch’s son’s name, Methuselah, was 
a prophetic sign foretelling the time 
of the Deluge. His name meant “when 
he dies, it will come.” (continued...)

Here are a few examples of epic 
events, which were foreshadowed 
with prophetic markers to forewarn of 
the event, long before it came.

Israel’s Captivity in Babylon 
•	 Prophetic Warnings: Jeremiah de-

clared Yahweh’s message for forty 
years (throughout Manasseh’s long 
reign), warning of coming invasion 
from the North (Babylon) and ap-
pealing to turn back to God.

Destruction of Jerusalem’s Temple 
•	 Prophetic Warnings: Yahshua 

warned that the Temple in Jerusa-
lem would be destroyed, with not 
one stone left standing on another 
(Mark 13:1-4) This warning was 
given in 28 AD. The Temple was 
destroyed in 70 AD. So the warning 
was given 42 years beforehand...

The pattern of Yahweh giving pro-
phetic forewarnings before an event is 
something He always promises to do:
“For the Sovereign Elohim does noth-
ing without revealing His Secret to His 
servants the prophets.” Amos 3:7

dance with Yahweh’s Pattern of giving 
ample prophetic forewarnings prior 
to a prophecy’s fulfilment (see the yel-
low panel on the previous page), there 
are early warning signs regarding 
the King of the North! In fact, as we 
trace this apocalyptic King back into 
the pages of history, we find that he 
arises out of ancient roots—Seleucid-
Syrian roots—that span back about 
2300 years! In addition to tracing its 
historical source, we may also gain 
insight through the early layers of this 
prophecy’s past fulfillments.

To catch and appreciate these early 
prophetic markers and make the 
noteworthy connections, we must 
begin our search for the End-time 
King of the North, by looking into 
the dusty pages of ancient history. 
We also need to connect the Bible 
prophecies of this King, identifying his 
many names, titles, and characteris-
tics and then finding them in the past 
layers, as we will discuss. With these 
goals in mind, let’s start by looking at 
the many descriptions and names for 
this End-time power, given in Bible 
Prophecy.

For example, the King of the North 
is also known as the Anti-christ—
more commonly known as the Beast 
of Revelation 13. By rightly identify-
ing these as the same power we 
gain much more detail about the 
activies and role of this wicked ruler, 
in the Last Days. So what are the 
many names and titles of the King of 
the North in Bible Prophecy? To see 
them all, along with their Scriptural 
references, please examine the 
table on pages 8-11. Here is the 
short list of the many names and 
titles of the King of the North, as 
given in Scripture:

Compiling characteristics of the King 
of the North, based upon all of his 
names and titles, gives us a compre-
hensive list of what this wicked ruler 
will do.

As was mentioned previously, the King 
of the North is a power that doesn’t 
just materialize exclusively in the Last 
Days. In fact, the King of the North 
began its reign—as a political 
system—before the first Advent of 
Messiah! In 336 B.C., Daniel describes 
a leopard-power, which took the 
world by storm (Daniel 7:6). It was in 
the early fulfillment of this leopard 
prophecy that we find the 
prophetically foretold kingdom of the 
North first appearing on the global 
stage. 

This power, represented in Daniel 7 as 
a four-headed leopard, was depicted 
in Daniel 8 as a male goat with first 
one horn—then four—out of which 
grew a dastardly, not-so-Little, Horn. 
Later on, in the vision of Daniel 11, this 
same power was referred to as the 
King of the North. 

The prophet, Daniel, never met 
Alexander the Great—the Greek king 

of Macedonia, who rose to power in 
336 B.C. Daniel died almost two centu-
ries before Alexander appeared on the 
scene. But God revealed to Daniel that, 
after Babylon and Persia, Greece would 
arise as the greatest power of the then-
known world. Not surprisingly, the 
prophecies regarding the rise of Greece 
are centered on Alexander the Great, 
one of the greatest conquerors in 
history. As history records, Alexandar 
was a formidable foe. 

When he took the Greek throne, 
Alexander began conquering the 
world with a consuming force compa-
rable to a flash-flood. Using a lethal 
combination of military genius, utter 
fearlessness, and lightning swiftness, 
Alexander never lost a single battle in 
the 15 years it took him to conquer 
most of Europe and the Middle East. 
He invented new siege tactics and won 
battles when he was outnumbered and 
even wounded. 

Alexander the Great was king of Mace-
donia from 336 B.C. to 323 B.C. During 
his reign as the king of Macedonia...

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of what would become the Seleucid 
Empire—out of which the King of the 
North (the Little Horn) would ultimately 
rise to power. Notably, the final King 
of the North will also arise out of the 
region.

Bible prophecy is cyclical. This means 
that no prophecy should be viewed 
in isolation. Rather, Prophecy is like a 
Rubik’s Cube, in that it has three layers 
of fulfillment or application. Noting how 
the prophecy was applied in the past 
gives us far greater insight into what to 
expect and how to prepare for the final 
fulfillment. The three layers of 
Prophetic fulilllment are:
•	 Layer 1: there will be a prophetic 

application in the time of ancient 
Israel.

•	 Layer 2: there will be a prophetic 
application in the time of Christ or 
the early Christian church.

•	 Layer 3: there will be a final pro-
phetic fulfillment of the prophecy 
which takes place at the end of the 
world.

Here are a few examples, demonstrat-
ing how Bible prophecies have three 
layers of application:
The Feast of Passover—
Passover is a Feast, all of which have 
prophetic significance. The three layers 
of prophetic fulfillment of Passover are:
•	 Layer 1—Passover was fulfilled 

in the time of ancient Israel—the 
Exodus from Egypt and the Death 
of the first born all took place on 
this first fulfillment of Passover.

•	 Layer 2—Passover was fulfilled in 
the time of Christ—Yahshua, Who 
was our Passover Lamb, actually 
died on Passover in the second 
fulfillment.

•	 Layer 3—Passover also has a 
final, future fulfillment—When 
Yahshua ate the Passover supper 
(often called the Last Supper) with 
His disciples, He told them that He 

would not eat the Passover with 
them again until it was fulfilled in 
the Kingdom of God, at the End.

The 1260 Days of Trouble—
Another example of a Bible prophecy 
which has three layers of fulillment is 
Daniel’s 1260 day timeline. The three 
layers of this prophecy are:
•	 Layer 1—The 1260 days of trouble 

was fulfilled in the time of ancient 
Israel—Elijah’s time of no rain 
lasted exactly 1260 days, or 3.5 
years.

•	 Layer 2—The 1260 days was 
fulfilled in the middle era also—In 
this middle layer, the 1260 day 
prophecy was fulfilled in figurative 
time (meaning it was a day for a 
year). Thus there were exactly 1260 
years of the Inquisition, which was 
a terrible time of trouble.

•	 Layer 3—The prophecy of the 1260 
day timeline also has a final, fu-
ture fulfillment—In the future, the 
1260 days will be a Time of Trouble 
such as there never was before.

In fact, the idea that Bible Prophecy has 
three layers of fulfillment, in the listed 
three eras of time, is a consistently 
repeating Pattern. Here’s one more 
example, before we return to our study 
of the King of the North prophecy.
The Message and Work of Elijah—
As is typical of Bible prophecy, there are 
three layers of fulfillment of the Elijah 
Message prophecy, as follows:
•	 Layer 1—The Elijah Message was 

fulfilled in the time of ancient 
Israel—Elijah gave this Message 
himself, calling all Israel to repent 
and turn from their idolatry.

•	 Layer 2—The Elijah Message 
prophecy was fulfilled in the time 
of Christ—in this application, John 
the Baptist gave the Elijah Message, 
again calling the people to repen-
tance (Matthew 17:10-13). Scrip-
ture tells us that when the people 
received the Message of John,

final fulfillment of this sobering proph-
ecy. To see this, let’s continue examin-
ing the ancient rise of the Kingdom of 
the North. As we have seen, Daniel 7 
portrays the Greek leopard-power as 
ultimately having four heads, which are 
the four horns of the goat in Daniel 8.

As we have seen, Alexandar the Great 
was the leopard-body, out of which 
were produced four heads. Also repre-
sented as the goat-power with a single, 
notable horn, which breaks and is re-
placed by four horns, this aspect of the 
prophecies was fulfilled by Alexander 
the Great’s four generals. When he was 
asked who should succeed him, Alex-
ander said, “the strongest”. Upon the 
death of Alexander, this answer led to 
his empire being contentiously divided 
between four of his generals, who 
were: Cassander, Ptolemy, Antigonus, 
and Seleucus I Nicator.

Just as Scripture foretold, the Little 
Horn—a.k.a. the King of the North— 
would arise to power out of one of 
these four. Indeed this is exactly what 
happened. The Seleucid Empire was 
founded by the Macedonian general 
Seleucus I Nicator, the strongest of the 
four generals of Alexander the Great. 
After receiving his original division of 
Alexander’s Greek kingdom, in 321 BC, 
Seleucus I began expanding his domin-
ions to include the Near Eastern ter-
ritories that encompass modern-
day Iraq, Iran, Afghanistan, Syria, all of 
which had been under Macedonian 
control after the fall of the former 
Persian-Achaemenid Empire. At the 
Seleucid Empire’s height, it had 
consisted of territory that had cov-
ered Anatolia, Persia, the Levant, and 
what are now modern Iraq, Kuwait, 
Afghanistan, and parts of Turkmenistan. 

Seleucus I Nicator was the the first ruler 
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calling them to repentance, they 
were receiving the Elijah Message 
(Matthew 11:13-15).

•	 Layer 3—According to Malachi 4, 
the final Elijah Message prepares 
the way for Yahshua’s Return—The 
final fulfillment of the Elijah Mes-
sage Prophecy will be at the End of 
the World (Malachi 4:5).

Notably, in a past application of a 
prophecy, not every aspect of the 
prophecy will usually be evident. But 
in the final fulfillment, every nuance 
will be fully carried out. Bearing this in 
mind, let us look at the prophecy of the 
King of the North. Following the pro-
phetic Pattern, this prophecy also has 
three layers of fulfillment, which are:
Layer 1—Egypt’s Pharoah at the 
Exodus—In the time of ancient Israel 
(layer 1) the first wicked ruler to fill the 
prophetic role of this tyrannical king 
was Egypt’s Pharaoh at the time of the 
Exodus. While not every aspect of the 
King of the North prophecy is present in 
this past application, there are numer-
ous significant aspects that were pres-
ent, as follows:
•	 Pharaoh was an Oppressor—The 

King of the North persecutes, 
enslaves, and oppresses people—
most especially the chosen people 
of Yahweh. 

•	 Pharaoh was anti-Torah, forbid-
ding Israel to rest and worship on 
Sabbath and the holy Days—The 
King of the North enacts laws and 
forbids Sabbath observance and 
Torah-keeping.

•	 Pharaoh claimed to be God, 
because Egypt’s Pharaoh’s were 
all considered divine—The King of 
the North claims to be God and 
requires worship.

•	 Pharaoh is defeated by Divine 
Plagues—The King of the North is 
ultimately exposed as a fraud and 
his kingdom is broken through 
Plagues.

•	 Yahweh’s people are supernaturally 
delivered from Pharaoh and his king-
dom—the Exodus is the deliverance 
of Yahweh, saving His people from 
the Pharaoh, being the figurative 
Anti-christ in the first layer.

Layer 2—Antiochus Epiphanes IV—In 
the time of the Seleucid Empire (layer 2) 
the second wicked ruler to fill the pro-
phetic role of the King of the North was 
Antiochus IV Epiphanes (who reigned 
from 175-164 BC). Antiochus was the 7th 
ruler of the Seleucid empire (which was 
started by the fourth general of Alexan-
der the Great, Seleucus I Nicator). Here 
are a few of the key King of the North 
characteristics, which were fullfilled in 
this second manifestation of the figura-
tive King of the North:
•	 Antiochus Ephiphanes was the Little 

Horn—he arose out of the four 
horns (four generals) of the Greek 
goat (Daniel 8) and out of the four 
beasts (Daniel 7).

•	 Antiochus Ephiphanes was a globally 
-dominating, cruel, oppressor—Just 
as the final Antichrist will be, An-
tiochus was violently bitter against 
anyone who resisted his imposed 
dictatorial domination. His military 
might was the most formidable of 
the day. Not only was his army huge 
and well-trained, but also Antiochus 
Epiphanes had made a league with 
India, allowing for his acquisition of 
the terrifying war elephant—which 
was the veritable tank of the day. 
As a result, the formidable armies 
of Antiochus Epiphanes were easily 
able to crush any resistance.

•	 Antiochus Ephiphanes claimed to be 
“god” and commanded worship—
His title: “Epiphanes”–which he gave 
himself–means “manifest God.” In 
other words, Antiochus claimed to 
be God. He desecrated the Temple 
of Yahweh, placing a statue of the 
Greek “god” Zeus within it. The 
Zeus-idol had the face of Antiochus, 

as yet another demonstration of 
his claim to “godness”.

•	 Antiochus Ephiphanes made it 
against the law and punishable by 
death to keep the Sabbath or any 
part of the Torah—

“The king... (gave) orders to follow 
customs foreign to the land, to 
put a stop to burnt offerings and 
meal offering and libation in the 
Temple, to violate Sabbaths and 
Festivals, to defile the Temple and 
holy things, to build illicit altars 
and illicit temples and idolatrous 
shrines, to sacrifice swine and 
ritually unfit animals, to leave their 
sons uncircumcised and to draw 
abomination upon themselves by 
means of all kinds of uncleanness 
and profanation, so as to forget 
the Torah and violate all the Com-
mandments.” (I Macc. 1:44-50)

Yes, the wicked King of the North, who 
will dominate the whole world in the 
near future, has appeared—in type—
twice before. The past King of the 
North layers serve as added prophetic 
markers. In addition to studying the 
Scriptures on this prophecy, using these 
historical signposts will further sharpen 
and deepen our understanding of the 
soon-coming final fulfillment.

Not only do we find key identifiers in 
the layers of the past, but also, we find 
inspiration and encouragement. For, 
in each manifestation of the tyrannical 
Oppressor, Yahweh has miraculously 
defeated him and has delivered His 
people! And the Scriptural promise, 
which became the Maccabees’ slogan 
to defeat Antiochus, is just as true for 
us in the Last Days. Like his predeces-
sors, the final King of the North will be 
defeated, “not by might, nor by power, 
but by My Spirit saith Yahweh of hosts” 
(Zechariah 4:6). Let us be informed and 
encouraged by these early sign-posts!

2) Join us for the Passover and the 
Unleavened Bread Retreat online. 
If you cannot come in person, you 
needn’t miss! We will be broadcasting 
everything—Passover Seder included! 
To join us online, you can always go to 
our webite to get the video links. Go to: 

The video links 
will be on our website homepage. To 
join and be ready to fully participate with 
us for the Passover Seder, each person at 
your table will need the following:

• Matzah (1 sheet per person)
• Horseradish (1 small cup size per 
person—we use plastic candy cups made
for weddings)
• Haroset (apple butter) (1 small cup size
per person)
• Salt water (1 small cup size per person)
– mix water with salt, enough to taste
salty
• Parsley (1 small bunch of parsley 
per person)
• Grape juice (4 small cups per 

person)
Having those items on your 
table is all you will need. From 
there, as you watch our live broadcast 
of the Seder Presentation, we’ll explain 
the meaning of each item and show you 
when to partake to get the full Passover 
meaning and experience.

Unleavening Your Home
What steps does the Word of God 
encourage us to take to unleaven our 
hearts and homes in preparation for 
Passover and the Feast of Unleavened 
Bread this coming April? In the order that 
they need to be done, the following is a 
list of the steps to prepare for Passover 
and Unleavened Bread, 2023 (See the 
enclosed 2023 Biblical Calendar):

2nd Tithe: Funds for the Feast
Yahweh not only instructs His children to 
give a first tithe (which is not for personal 
use—Malachi 3:8-10; Levitcus 27:30; Num-
bers 18:21; Exodus 23:15; Deuteronomy 
16:16-17), but in addition to this first tithe 
(which is 1/10 of a person’s income), 
Yahweh also gives instruction that 
another tithe was to be “eaten” 
(meaning “consumed by” or “used by”) 
by the individual tithe payer. This second 
tithe was not to be used at home. It was 
to be set aside so the family could go to 
and enjoy the annual Festivals together.

Ideally, the monetary preparation for the 
next Feast begins immediately after the 
conclusion of the prior Feast. Next comes 
the preparation for Passover and Unleav-
ened Bread in planning to unleaven the 
home.

1-2 Months Before the Feast:
Begin unleavening your home. The pro-
cess of unleavening a home involves deep 
cleaning. It was because the 
preparations for Unleavened Bread 

involved a deep cleaning this this 
process came to be called “spring 
cleaning.”

To prevent unnecessary food waste, go 
through your pantry. Clean everything 
out as you take note of each food item’s 
ingredients. All leavening agents should be 
put in a separate area to be used up before 
Passover, or removed and destroyed on 
Passover (Exodus 13:7).

Leavened foods include breads, baking 
mixes of all kinds, crackers, cereal, and 
many more foods. Check the ingredient 
labels for raising agents such as raising 
yeast, baking soda, and baking powder. 
Items like Brewer’s yeast (even though it 
uses the name “yeast”) are not leaven, 
because they are not raising agents.

But the unleavening process doesn’t stop 
with the household pantry. Leaven is also 
spiritual (sin). As you go through your 
home, prayerfully also remove any spiritual 
leaven which you may find. In this search, it 
is a blessing to claim Psalm 139:23-24.

1 Week Before the Feast:
Unleaven your freezer(s) and refrigerator(s) 
in the same way you unleavened your 
cupboards and pantry. Collect all your 
remaining leavened items in one area for 
easy removal just before Passover.

Then purchase the needed Seder foods... 
And that’s it! You’re prepared to keep 
Passover with the maximum blessing the 
Heavenly Father designs to bestow!
