Fourth Vision: Zechariah 6:1-8 

Prophetic Symbols in the Vision: 

 

Prophetic Symbol Meaning 

The Two Brass Mountains 

Brass represents strength – both mountains are kingdoms, 
which are strong. One is the Kingdom of Yahweh – Mount 
Zion, which is the stronger of the two (because in Yahweh’s 
Strength). The other mountain is the kingdom of Babylon. 
The horses all ride from between the two mountains, 
representing the “valley of decision”… Choose… 

Zion 
All the saved people of Yahweh. The Stone Kingdom of 
Daniel 7 is Zion. Jeremiah’s Battle Axe is Zion…  Zion is the 
Bride of Christ.  

Babylon 

A.K.A. Tyre/Tyrus (Ezekiel 28), Egypt, Sodom, this is the 
kingdom of hell. All the lost people and demonic realm / the 
dragon / the beast / etc… are in Babylon. Babylon means 
“confusion”, which is ultimately mixing the sacred with the 
profane. 

White Horse / Chariot 

The ride of this horse/chariot represents Salvation being 
brought to the world – the Last Gospel Call. When this horse 
ceases to ride, no one can be saved anymore. Yahweh’s 
Saved people by His Spirit are represented in the horse(s) 
bringing the final Gospel Message to the world. The Rider is 
Yahshua (Who is the One Who Leads the Work). 
KEY EVENTS IN THIS HORSE’S RIDE: 

 The Gospel/Elijah Message goes to the whole world, 
bringing the last opportunity for Salvation 

 The Seal of Yahweh is bestowed to those who accept 
Yahshua. 
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Prophetic Symbol Meaning 

Red Horse / Chariot 

The red horse is the spirit from Yahweh that brings the Mark of 
the Beast to the rebellious. This horse “stands” among the 
“myrtle trees” (144,000) as a warning before his prophetic 
“ride” begins…  (Zechariah 1). This “standing” that warns is the 
setting up of the Abomination of Desolation – which is the sign 
to “flee” and that the time of “the bottom” (which is the 
twilight before full-on darkness descends-Matthew 24). 
KEY EVENTS IN THIS HORSE’S RIDE: 

 The ride begins with the setting up of the Abomination 
of Desolation (this is the sign to the myrtle tree people) 

 This horse brings the Mark of the Beast to rebels. 

Black Horse / Chariot 

The black horse is the spirit from Yahweh that brings the full 
global Government and rise/rule of the King of the North.  
KEY EVENTS IN THIS HORSE’S RIDE: 

 Rise/Rule of the final dictator – the King of the North. 

 Economic control – gold/silver are worthless. 

Grisled-Pale Horse / 
Chariot 

The pale horse is the spirit from Yahweh that brings the Time of 
Trouble such as never was...  
KEY EVENTS IN THIS HORSE’S RIDE: 

 Hell follows it – so this horse’s ride goes up to the close 
of Probation / final Judgment for the wicked 

 ¼ of the Earth is killed by “death, beasts, famine, and 
sword…” 

 

The Two Brass Mountains – Zechariah 6:1-2 

 What are mountains in Bible Prophecy? – Revelation 17:9-10 – Mountains are “heads” 

or “kings” (aka kingdoms) which are leading powers on the earth. 

 What is Mount Zion? – Mount Zion is the Kingdom of Yahweh, which is comprised of His 

saved people (aka Jerusalem, Israel…) 

o Isaiah 51:16 – Zion is the saved people of Yahweh 

o Psalm 125:1 – Mount Zion is the people of Yahweh 

o Micah 4:1-2 – Mount Zion is Yahweh’s Kingdom – aka the “stone kingdom” 

which breaks the image of Daniel 2, aka the Temple or House of Yahweh, aka the 

Mountain, or holy Mountain…  This is Yahweh’s saved people – all of them 

together make up Mount Zion. This prophecy of Micah foretells the future day 

when the whole world will know that Yahweh’s Kingdom is THE Kingdom. 

o Isaiah 2:2 – Yahweh’s Mountain (Kingdom) 

 What does brass represent?  
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o Brass - H5178 – “copper” 

 Today, brass is an alloy of copper and zinc, but this combination was not 

known until the thirteenth century. What is designated by this word in 

Scripture is properly copper. 

o Brass is a symbol of prosperity and abundance in Yahweh’s blessing - 

Deuteronomy 8:7-9 

o Brass is a symbol of pride and unrepentance and rebellion - Isaiah 48:4; Jeremiah 

6:28 

o Brass is a symbol of Redemption (salvation from the serpent) - Numbers 21:4-9 

(the altar of Burnt Sacrifice was brass, and represented Calvary, the laver was 

polished brass…) 

o Brass is a symbol of strength - Psalm 107:15-16 

o Brass is a symbol of that which is strong and powerful - Micah 4:13 

 Brass, as a prophetic symbol, can be either positive or negative. Which it is, depends on 

the context. 

 Who are the two brass mountains in this vision? 

o Mount Zion is one brass mountain – Zion is Redeemed, Zion is blessed, Zion is 

strong and powerful (because Yahweh is in it). 

o The Mount of Babylon is the other brass mountain (notice the mountains are 

not connected…  There is a space between them in the vision) – Babylon is brass 

negatively, being filled with pride, unrepentance and rebellion. It is strong and 

powerful.  

o These two mountains are the two sides of the conflict. They are the two 

kingdoms. 
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THE TIME OF UNROLLING THE SCROLL  

 In Revelation chapter 5, John had a vision in 

which he saw a scroll. It was a special scroll 

sealed shut with seven seals. And when it 

seemed that no one was worthy to break the 

seals and open the book, John wept.  But, One 

WAS found worthy.  Yahshua, the Lamb that 

was slain was worthy to break the seals and 

open the book because of His sacrifice. 

 This scroll represents the title deed to planet earth. It makes sense why John cried at the 

idea that it could not be opened, for this meant that the devil’s dominion on earth could 

not be broken and the lost planet restored as part of YHWH’s kingdom once again. Since 

Yahshua has died, His sacrifice gives Him the right to restore the planet and take back 

the dominion of earth which Adam lost. 

 Later, in Revelation 10, we find John experiencing the book in a personal way. He “eats” 

it. This shows how that Yahshua restoring the planet is a sweet experience, but the 

experience of getting there will be hard and bitter. 

As the first four seals of the book are opened, four horsemen will be released upon the earth. 

This vision is especially important right now. 

The Four Chariots & Horses 

 First – Zechariah 6:2: Red horses and chariot 

o Red is adom (H122) (From adam H119) meaning “rosy: - red, ruddy.” 

 Second – Zechariah 6:2: Black horses and chariot 

o Black is shâchôr (H7838) meaning “properly dusky, but also (absolutely) jetty: - 

black.” 

 Third – Zechariah 6:3: White horses and chariot 

o White is laban (H3836) meaning “white (from the root meaning to make or 

become white)” 

 Fourth – Zechariah 6:3: Grisled and bay horses and chariot 

o Grisled is barod (H1261) meaning “spotted as if with hail” 

o Bay is amots (H554) meaning “red (in attitude) strong color, that is, red (others 

fleet): - bay…  strong (zealous)” (“Rak chazak amats”! – means “be strong and 

very courageous”! which was the command given to Israel before battle… 

conquest of Canaan…) 

 Joshua 1:7 “Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest 

observe to do according to all the law, which Moses my servant 

commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to the left, that 

thou mayest prosper whithersoever thou goest.”  
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 What are these (Zechariah 6:4-5) – “These are the four spirits of the heavens, which go 

forth from standing before the Sovereign of all the earth.” 

Comparing the Visions: 

 This is a vision for the End-times… 

o Zechariah 6 is about a time when the Spirit of Yahweh is being silenced in the 

North (reference king of the North) – in the Last Days, Yahweh’s Spirit will be 

withdrawn from the earth… 

o Revelation 6 is also for the same time as Zechariah 

because it occurs with the opening of the seals… which 

is an End time event, associated with the final 

Sealing/Marking. 

THE WHITE HORSE – Revelation 6:1-2 

In Revelation 6, the first seal is opened. Here the final Gospel call is 

represented as a white horse and Rider going forth to conquer the enemy. 

 Revelation 19:11-16 – Yahshua is the Rider on the White Horse – 

coming in a Judgment Role in this ride. 

 The connection between the White Horse and the message of the 

Gospel going to the whole world is given in the crown. The rider of the 

white horse bears a crown which he carries throughout the whole 

earth. Scripturally, in a positive sense, a crown is a symbol of kingship 

and Eternal Life. We also see that carrying the Gospel to the World is one of the key 

events which takes place at the “Beginning of Sorrows”, which our Saviour foretold in 

Matthew 24. 

o James 1:12 – The Crown of Life is given to the saved, representing Eternal Life 

o Matthew 24:14 – The Gospel of the Kingdom will be preached for a witness in all 

the world before the End. 

 But the white horse is not only a symbol of the final Gospel Message going to the whole 

world. The white horse is also the one who commences “the beginning of sorrows" 

which Messiah talked about in Matthew 24:6-8.  

o Beginning of Sorrows Signs:  

 Deception will be great (massive scale) 

 Anti-messiahs will be rampant – people unlocking their personal 

“christness”, leaders claim “messiahship”. 

 There will be wars and rumors (threats of) wars 

When you see these things, do not be troubled, they have to come to pass, 

and when you see them know that they are just the beginning…  more to 

come. 
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 Nation will rise against nation – this is happening in many ways…  China 

taking over so many nations… Russia devouring Ukraine… 

 Kingdom against kingdom (WEF is a political power… and the UN…  And 

these powers are taking down national sovereignty) 

 There will be famines… 

 There will be pestilences...  (sickness, disease, illness)…  COVID-19 and 

the vax. 

 There will be earthquakes in many places globally. 

 This horsemen is a harbinger of coming destruction of such a magnitude that it results in 

the death of a quarter of earth's population, all of which take place in the ride of the 

pale horse, who is the fourth horse, following after the black horsemen – Revelation 6:8 
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The White Horse – represents Salvation / Yahweh’s Saved people by His Spirit, bringing the final 
Gospel Message to the world… 

In the Mazzaroth Zechariah 6:2 Revelation 6:2 

In the Mazzaroth, Yahshua is 
connected with the bow, 
which shows that He is the 
One Who shoots forth the 
final Gospel Message – the 
Elijah Message. For this 
reason, the Bridegroom 
(Christ) holds the bow in 
Ta’am, the Bridal Couple 
constellation (now called 
Gemini, wrongly twins): 

 
Christ is also shown in the 

Mazzaroth as being the Rider 
on the White Horse Who 
shoots the heart of the 

scorpion with His arrow: 

 
These constellations are 
Qesheth (meaning 
“bowman”) and Aqrab (the 
scorpion of Death – 1 Cor. 
15:55-56). As Yahshua fires 
the arrow from His Bow, the 
Gospel Message – a saving 
Message – shoots forth, 
delivering people from 
Eternal Death (represented in 
the scorpion). 

White Horse/chariots: 
- “white” is an active word 

referring to “becoming 
white” or “making 
white”, which is 
something that happens 
when sinners are saved 
and receive the 
righteousness of Christ. 

- Revelation 19:11-13 
shows that the Rider of 
the white horse is 
Yahshua. 

- This also connects with 
the idea of someone 
“becoming white” – for 
whiteness spiritually 
connects with Christ’s 
Righteousness – and in 
the process of receiving 
Salvation, we who were 
darkened and stained 
with sin, are made white: 

- Isaiah 1:18 “Come now, 
and let us reason 
together, saith Yahweh: 
though your sins be as 
scarlet, they shall be as 
white as snow; though 
they be red like crimson, 
they shall be as wool.” 

- Rev 19:8  “And to her 
was granted that she 
should be arrayed in fine 
linen, clean and white: 
for the fine linen is the 
righteousness of saints.” 
(See also Revelation 
19:14.) 

 

White Horse: 
- With a bow – the bow 

connects to the 
Mazzaroth as a symbol 
held by Messiah –
representing carrying the 
Elijah Message and 
shooting the arrows into 
the heart of the King’s 
enemy – Psalm 45:5 
(death itself – 
represented by the 
scorpion) 

- Carries a crown – the 
crown is a symbol of 
Eternal Life (Rev 3:11)… 
This crown is the final 
Gospel Message going to 
the world with power. 

- Goes forth conquering… 
Yahweh’s people 
ultimate are His 
“weapons of war” which 
HE uses to break in 
pieces the 
nations/Babylon 

- Jeremiah 51:20-
21  “Thou art My battle 
axe and weapons of war: 
for with thee will I break 
in pieces the nations, 
and with thee will I 
destroy kingdoms...”  

- The white horse 
“follows” the black into 
the North to defeat the 
king of the North. 
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The red horse is the judgment against the spirit of Antichrist – moving upon the earth 

to put the Mark of the Beast on the population. The red horse rides taking peace from 

the earth – representing receiving the Mark of the Beast. Those who receive the Mark of 

the Beast eternally lose the ability to receive the Seal of Yahweh. It’s a permanent mark. 

THE RED HORSE – Revelation 6:3-4 

While Revelation shows the white horse being first, as it is the first seal event, in Zechariah 5, 

we find the horses of the first through the fourth seals riding simultaneously. This shows that 

while the events these horses represent happen one after another, they continue to occur 

together for a time. 

So, when the second seal is opened, we see a terrible red horse ride forth. In Revelation 6:3-4 

we find that this horse brings a sword. This represents bloodshed/war/persecution. Also it says 

he takes peace from the Earth.  

What is Peace? Psalm 37:37 – the end of the “perfect” man (wholehearted for Yahweh) is 

PEACE. 

Peace represents true Shalom (Eternal Peace) - Salvation. What can take this from mankind? 

This horseman brings the Mark of the Beast, which ultimately takes away the ability to receive 

the Seal of Yahweh…  No Seal of Yahweh = No Peace (Eternal). 

This will be a time of great polarization. People will quickly choose sides. They will either be 

completely possessed by the Holy Spirit having accepted the Gospel call and being sealed for all 

eternity. Or they will be completely possessed by the enemy having rejected God’s will and 

Law, in which case they are unchangeably marked. 

The main event of the Red Horse is the Abomination of Desolation – and the Mark of the Beast. 

For those who have joined the enemy side, there will be no greater object of hate than 

Yahweh’s people. This horse’s ride will culminate in a time of trouble such as never was before. 

What are the key events in the ride of the red horseman?  

 Daniel 11:31 – the King of 

the North will set up the 

Abomination of Desolation 

 Mark 13:14 – the 

Abomination of Desolation will stand 

where it ought not to be – and is the 

sign for those “in Judea” to flee to 

the mountains. 

 Daniel 8:13 – The 

Abomination of Desolation is tied to the 2300 Day timeline, after which the Sanctuary

will be cleansed (The Beast, as god sits in the Temple of God, showing himself that he is 

god…). The Abomination is removed on the Day of Cleansing the Sanctuary – which 

happens on the Day of Atonement. 

 Matthew 24:15-22 – The Abomination of Desolation is to be “shortened” according to 

Matthew 24:22. 

 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 – The Man of Sin (Beast/King of the North) is the one who reigns 

as God in the Temple of Yahweh. 

The most dangerous deception in the Last Days will be the 3rd Temple and the false Christ who 

reigns there. It will be so overwhelming and so “righteous” in appearance, that “if it were 

possible, even the very elect will be deceived.”  

Thankfully, there is good news. The prophecy that Yahweh would come to dwell with His 

people, enthroned in a holy Temple upon this earth, is not lost.  In fact, for the forgiven faithful, 

an even better Temple is yet to come!  

 “And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were 

passed away; and there was no more sea. And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, 

coming down from God out of Heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 

And I heard a great voice out of Heaven saying, Behold, the Tabernacle of God is with 

men, and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His people, and God Himself shall 

be with them, and be their God. And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and 

there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any 

more pain: for the former things are passed away.” Revelation 21:1-4  

Disregarding the prophecies of Daniel (Daniel 11:45), Paul (2 Thessalonians 2:2-3), and Yahshua 

Himself (Matthew 23:38) is deadly. It prepares us to worship the Beast and fall a prey to the 

ultimate Abomination of Desolation.  

For, if we forget or ignore 

Yahshua’s Jerusalem prophecy in 

Matthew 23, we will miss the full 

meaning of His warning in 

Matthew 24. The same word, 

translated as “desolate” (ἔρημος) 

in Matthew 23:38 also appears in 

Matthew 24:23-26, referring to the 

final Abomination of Desolation. 

The word translated as “desert”, in 

Matthew 24:23-26, is translated as 

“desolate” in Matthew 23:38.  
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Plainly, Yahshua warned that the final Anti-christ would be in Jerusalem - the “desolate” place. 

“Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is Christ, or there; believe it not... If they shall say 

unto you, Behold, he is in the desert (ἔρημος - desolate place, Matt 23:38); go not forth...” 

Matt.24:23-26  

What is the only thing that forever takes “peace” from someone? The only thing that – once 

received – permanently bars a human being from receiving Eternal Peace – is the Mark of the 

Beast.  

 Revelation 14:1 – the saved, specifically the 144,000 (Last Day saved) have the Father’s Name 

written in their foreheads.  

 Daniel 7:25 – “taking peace from the earth” also connects with the work of the Little Horn, 

who “wears out” (persecutes) the saints of the Most High (Yahweh).  

 The Little Horn changes the Torah and the Feasts (times of worship).  

 The saints will be persecuted and even put to death by this power for 3.5 years.  

 Revelation 14:9-11 – the Mark of the Beast is received in the forehead or hand of all who are 

Eternally Lost.  

 Those who receive the Mark of the Beast will taste hell and they have no rest/no peace.  

 Revelation 15:1-2 – The saved will have gotten the “victory” over the Mark of the Beast – and 

the Beast… Victory is a battle word… It means that it isn’t easy to avoid the Mark of the Beast – 

it’s a fight to not get the Mark.  

 Revelation 7:2-4 – The Seal of Yahweh is in the forehead of the saved – specifically the 

144,000 who are the living righteous in the Last Days (remember there is also a multitude which 

no man can number, who are also saved).  

 Revelation 22:4 – every saved person has the Father’s Name on their forehead.  

 2 Corinthians 1:21-22 – the Seal of Yahweh is associated with also receiving the Holy 

Spirit.  

 Ephesians 1:13 – the Seal of Yahweh is permanent – and those receiving it are Eternally 

Saved, receiving His Spirit.  

1. John 17:17 – Part of the Sealing Process is being “sanctified” (set apart for Holy use)… 

The sanctification process happens in Truth (Thy Word is Truth).  

2. Psalm 119:142 – Law is Truth (Isaiah 8:20) - Torah  

3. John 14:6 – Yahshua is the Way the Truth and Life – it is impossible to be saved (come 

to the Father) without accepting Yahshua as one’s personal Messiah. Putting all this 

information together, who is the red horse and rider from Revelation 6 and Zechariah 1?  
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The Red Horse –… 

In the Mazzaroth Zechariah 6:2 Revelation 6:3-4 
In the Mazzaroth, the 
constellations of Gedi (the goat 
of Atonement) and Deli (the 
Watercarrier, representing the 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit on 
those who will receive it) are 
the constellations of the Red 
Horse’s Ride…  
 

  
 
During this time, Yahweh’s Spirit 
is poured out upon the Bride. 
This Water of Life goes with 
POWER to the world. The 
kingdom of hell is threatened… 
and responds with persecution. 
The spreading of the Gospel 
brings on the persecution. 
The wounded eagle 
(representing Yahweh’s saved 
people, who are covered under 
His Wings, but also bloodied 
with persecution) is attacking 
the tail of the snake. The 
serpent symbolizes satan as a 
deceiver (wine of Babylon). The 
people of Yahweh–through the 
Elijah–bring an end to the 
devil’s deceptions. 

Red Horses/chariots: 
The red horse is the spirit of 
Antichrist (not the person – 
yet).  
When it rides through the 
earth, it moves upon the earth 
to put the Mark of the Beast on 
people.  
The red horse rides taking 
peace from the earth – 
representing receiving the Mark 
of the Beast. Those who receive 
the Mark of the Beast eternally 
lose the ability to receive the 
Seal of Yahweh. It’s a 
permanent mark. 
Zechariah 1:8 – the red 
horse/rider stand among the 
myrtle trees. This is a prophetic 
sign… which occurs in the 
twilight time. 
Revelation 6:4 – the red horse 
“rides” in the opening of the 
second seal (of the 7 seals), 
which is an End-time event. 
The Abomination of Desolation 
is connected – by Yahshua in 
Matthew 24 – with the 
“beginning of sorrows”…  So…  
one could see that the 
Abomination of Desolation is 
the end portion of the 
beginning of sorrows – or the 
twilight. 
The Abomination of Desolation 
is standing in the Holy Place – 
the Place where the prior to 
two Temples stood–the Place is 
the SIGN (the Red Horse is 
standing among the myrtle 
trees)…  
THE THIRD TEMPLE… 

Red Horse: 
The Red Horse – Meaning of the 
color – Red (dragon [satan] is 
red)  

 Isaiah 1:18 – white is for 
righteousness, red is for sin.  

 Exodus 26:14 – red is also a 
symbol for the Blood of 
Yahshua, shed for the remission 
of sin. 
What does the Horseman 
carry? A Sword – meaning?  

 Genesis 27:40 – the sword is a 
symbol for no peace – fighting  

 Genesis 31:26 – the sword is a 
symbol of domination (taking 
captive), brute force  

 Exodus 5:21 – the sword is a 
symbol of violence and military 
might.  

 Zechariah 13:7 – the sword is 
a symbol of bringing death.  

 Matthew 10:34 – Yahshua did 
not come to send peace but a 
“sword”… The sword represents 
the opposite of peace. The 
sword is then a time of no-
peace and suffering by 
domination. 
The Red Horse Takes Peace 
from the Earth.  

 Psalm 37:37 – the future of 
the righteous is Eternal Peace… 
Those who receive the reward 
of Eternal Peace are those who 
receive the Seal of Yahweh. 

 The red horse takes peace 
away… This applies both 
literally and figuratively… This 
horseman removes from people 
the possibility of receiving 
Salvation/Eternal Peace. 

 The red horse is bringing the 
Mark of the Beast.

The Black Horse –… 

In the Mazzaroth Zechariah 6:2 Revelation 6:5-6 
In the Mazzaroth, we have the 
scales, which are in the Black 
Horseman’s hand. This is the 
Mozanaim constellation 

 
 Job 31:6 – “Let me be weighed 

in an even balance (scales)”…  
This is a prayer for Judgment 
of Eternal Life 

 Star in the center of the 
constellation is Zuben Al 
Genubi (Chassiyr) meaning 
“the price is deficient” or 
“wanting”… Daniel 5:27. 

 When Judgment is referenced 
to the “balances” – as 
happened that night in 
Belshazzar’s party – “mene 
mene tekel upharsin” (you are 
weighed in the balances and 
found wanting) – death / 
punishment for the guilty is 
imminent.  

 Another example is Passover 
in Egypt…  The blood on the 
doorpost represents the 
placement of the stars in 
Mozanaim… the scales…  
above the doorpost…  on the 
sides of the doorpost meant 
“the price is paid” and 
therefore everyone in the 
house is saved… those outside 
this balanced scale symbol 
die. 

 When the scales appear – 
judgment is imminent. 

Black Horses/chariots: 
The black horse is the third in 
Zechariah…  Black is the color 
for full-on darkness. This is the 
midnight hour of Prophecy… 
Doomsday Clock “Midnight” is 
the worst time – it’s a time of 
destruction. It’s also the color 
representing spiritual darkness, 
which is a time when evil is 
rampant in the earth…  
Deception and spiritual 
blindness is at its peak. 

 In Revelation 6:5-6, a 
Heavenly Command is given 
regarding the black horse that 
the oil and wine be not hurt 
during this ride. 

 OIL – symbolizes the Holy 
Spirit – and while the Spirit of 
Yahweh is being withdrawn 
from the earth, yet in the 
Heavenly Work the Spirit is 
being poured out with 
increasing magnitudes.  

 The Outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit comes in increasing 
waves – until the recipients 
faces shine like the sun – 
Daniel 12:3. 

 WINE – the false is the wine 
of Babylon being deceptions 
and wickedness, twisting 
Truth…  And the true wine of 
Yahweh represents Truth and 
right Doctrine. 

It is encouraging that neither 
the Oil of the Holy Spirit will be 
lessened or hurt / nor the wine 
of Truth be hampered (the oil 
and wine will not be hurt) 
during this horseman’s ride! 
What a promise! 

Black Horse: 

 rider carries a balance (scale) 

 The scale’s purpose is two-
fold: they were used for 
commerce – so buying and 
selling was done with 
scales.  

 Scales are also used for 
judgment… if something is 
fair/just it will be an even 
scale balance, proverbially. 

 When the scales appear – 
judgment is imminent. 

 Literally, this is likely the 
time for the economic crisis 
– gold is thrown in the 
streets… 

The wheat is being sold for a 
penny–the price of wheat is 
cheap when there’s an 
abundance of it.  

 Wheat represents the saved 
people of Yahweh – converts 
/ aka the five wise virgins/and 
all who come when “the 
Spirit and the Bride say 
come”. The wheat is the 
second saved harvest, which 
is gathered in to the “Barn” 
at the End of the world. 
Wheat-vs-tares. 

The first harvest is barley, which 
is harvested at Shavuot 
(Pentecost). The barley is the 
early harvest which ripens just 
with the gentle spring rain… 
Wheat requires the heat of 
summer to ripen (symbolizing 
ripening in the time of “heat” or 
persecution) 

 Three measures of barley for 
a penny is an abundance. 
And three is the number of 
the Covenant. 
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How the Feasts of Yahweh factor in to give us a timeline… 

All Heaven’s End-time Prophetic Events – whatever Big things Heaven is doing – will happen 

on Yahweh’s Holy Days: 

• Daniel 8:19 “And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall be in the last end 

of the indignation: for at the time appointed (H4150 – mo’ed) the end shall be.” 

• Daniel 11:27 “…for yet the end shall be at the time appointed (H4150 – mo’ed).” 

• Daniel 11:35 “And some of them of understanding shall fall, to try them, and to purge, 

and to make them white, even to the time of the end: because it is yet for a time 

appointed (H4150 – mo’ed).” 

• Daniel 12:1-7 “And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth 

for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was 

since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be 

delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book…  It shall be for a time 

(H4150 – “feast day”-Leviticus 23) times, and an half; and when he shall have 

accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished.” 

• The red horse begins its ride on a Feast Day…  We know this because the 

persecution or Time of Trouble starts on a Feast Day…  And the red horse brings 

a sword (persecution) 

• Habakkuk 2:3 “For the vision is yet for an appointed time (H4150), but at the End it shall 

speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not 

tarry.”  

• Colossians 2:16-17 “Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of 

an holyday (G1859), or of the new moon, or of the Sabbath days: Which are a shadow 

of things to come…” 

• The Spring Feasts are the ones that point to the First Advent 

• The Spring Feasts have an end-time application, but their epic fulfillment was at 

the first Advent (Yahshua died on Passover, He was the Firstfruits, He was in the 

grave removing the Leavening from all the saved during Unleavened Bread… The 

Holy Spirit was poured out on Pentecost). 
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 The Fall Feasts are the ones that point to the Second Coming 

 

 

o The Fall Feasts had a prior application (Atonement had an application at 

Passover when Yahshua died, for example), but their epic fulfillment is at the 

Second Advent. 

 The Feast of Trumpets – 1st day (New Moon) of the 7th month 

o The Last Gospel Call…  “Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet…” 

o Trumpets are a shadow picture of the VOICE… the Hebrew word for Trumpets 

means “Shouting” and “Trumpet”. 

o On the Feast of Trumpets, two silver trumpets are blown – they represent 

“justice” and “mercy”. The justice part is the Leviticus 26 plagues. The mercy part 

is that people can still be saved, just like in Egypt during the 10 plagues…  
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o There are only 9 days left, after this final Feast Day. 

o WARNING: Most in Feast-keeping believe that Yahshua will return on Trumpets, 

because of misunderstanding 1 Corinthians 15:52…  But this reference calls it the 

“last Trump” because it isn’t the only Trump…  Trumpets blast throughout from 

Feast of Trumpets to Sukkot…  The Last Trump is on Sukkot. 

 The work of the Two Witnesses is tied to the Feast of Trumpets – two Trumpets = Two 

Voices…  Two Shoutings…  Two Witnesses  

o Silver – is the metal out of which the two trumpets are made (Numbers 10:2 

states that 2 silver trumpets are blasted on the Feast of Trumpets)… Silver 

represents the pure Word of Yahweh. It is a clarion call to repentance. Heed the 

Word of Yahweh. “Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of Yahweh.” 

 Spiritually the two witnesses are the two fish (Dagim)…  Those who will 

be translated without seeing death (Philadelphia)…  And those who will 

be martyred (there are still martyrs during the 10 Days of Awe, because 

while mercy is still present, people can be saved – influenced for 

Salvation by the testimony of blood) (Smyrna). So, spiritually, the two 

witnesses are every saved person in the Last Days. It’s an “all-hands-on-

deck” scenario…  There are 11th hour workers, who join the long-time 

workers in the field of the harvest of souls. 

 Literally the two silver trumpets represent the Two Witnesses of 

Revelation 11 

o The work of the Two Witnesses accomplishes two things: 

 It calls everyone who will be to be Saved – Repentance 

 It legally prepares the lost to receive Judgment (Atonement). – Scripture 

requires that no one can be condemned to death without the testimony 

of two witnesses. 

During the time of the Two Witnesses’ testimony (42 months or 1260 days…  the Last 1260 Days 

on Earth… prior to the Second Advent), Sides are being determined… Who is lost, who is 

saved… Judgment Phase 1 (determines guilt or innocence) 

 Revelation 11:1-2  And there was given me a reed (Measurement is Judgment in 
symbol) like unto a rod: and the angel stood, saying, Rise, and measure the Temple of 
God (the House of Yahweh is His people), and the altar, and them that worship 
therein. But the court which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is 
given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two 
months.  

o Judgment (Sealing for the Saved) begins with the ride of the White Horse. In 
Revelation 11:1-2, we see that Judgment begins with the Temple of Yahweh (the 
saved). 

 Revelation 11:3-6 – The two Witnesses give their testimony for 1260 Days…  And they 
shut up the heaven to stop the rain, and they turn the water to blood, and they strike 
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the earth with the plagues, listed in Leviticus 26. 

o The Red horse begins his ride with taking peace from the earth and bringing 
suffering…  And ultimately the Mark of the Beast for those who reject Salvation. 
Those who love Truth will not be deceived.  

 2 Thessalonians 2:10-12  – “And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that 
perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And 
for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: That 
they all might be damned who believed not the Truth, but had pleasure in 
unrighteousness.” 

 

The process of final Judgment is also known as the Confirming of the Covenant – for the saved. 
This period is foretold to be the last week of probation. 
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THE WEEK OF THE CONFIRMING OF THE COVENANT will be the final week of the 1260 Day 
Timeline…  at the very end of the world

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The Covenant which is being confirmed 
“with many for one week”…  Daniel 9:27, is 
the Abrahamic Covenant. The process of 
confirming the Covenant is the process of 
determining who will be partakers of it and 
who will not. 

 

 The Day of Atonement – 10th day of the 7th month 

o There is a shadow picture of this Day in Noah’s Ark story…  On the day that the 

door of the ark was shut (by Heaven), everyone who would be saved was inside 

the ark. Everyone outside the ark would die. No one outside could get in, even if 

they changed their mind…  It was too late after the door was shut. This is a 
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shadow picture of the final Day of Atonement. This is why we are commanded to 

fast on this Day…  It’s the most serious, sobering Day of the year. 

o Notice in the Noah story that the rain isn’t falling when the door is shut…  “As it 

was in the days of Noah, so shall it be at the coming of Yahweh”.  

o Atonement is the Day when one trumpet blasts alone – playing several times, 

but always alone…  the mercy trumpet that was playing (two trumpets play at 

the Feast of Trumpets) at Trumpets is now silent – no more mercy. 

o The punishing plagues – aka The Seven Last Plagues begin here… 

THE BLACK HORSE – Revelation 6:5-6 

Light is Truth and Darkness is Deception 

1 Peter 2:9  “But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar 

people; that ye should shew forth the praises of Him who hath called you out of darkness into 

his marvellous light.” 

1 John 2:8 “Again, a new commandment I write unto you, which thing is true in him and in you: 

because the darkness is past, and the true light now shineth.” 

1 Thessalonians 5:4-6  “But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, that that Day should overtake you 
as a thief. Ye are all the children of light, and the children of the Day: we are not of the night, 
nor of darkness. Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober.”  

Isaiah 8:20 “To the Law (Torah) and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this Word, 
it is because there is no light in them.” 

Proverbs 6:23 “For the Commandment is a lamp; and the Law is LIGHT; and reproofs of 
instruction are the Way of Life.” 

THE FOUNDATION OF ALL LIGHT IS TORAH, which is Yahweh’s Character…  Key point: in 
Judgment the “Father” who claims us, will be the one we look like in character. 

Roman 2:12  “For as many as have sinned without Law shall also perish without Law: and as 
many as have sinned in the Law shall be judged by the law.” 

James 2:12 “So speak ye, and so do, as they that shall be judged by the Law of liberty. 

The black horse’s rider carries the balances – a symbol of Judgment.” 

Judgment advances by the Light Level – the single greatest gift (second only to Yahshua’s 

Death) is LIGHT. 

 We are judged by the level of light that we are given (whether we accept it or not).  

 We are not just judged by what we KNOW, but also by what we could have known. 

o “To every man is given a measure of light”….  

o Whatever light was given, we must walk in it – love the LIGHT. 

o To love the light is to LOVE doing what is pleasing to our BELOVED heavenly King. 

 If we receive not a love of the Truth, we will be deceived… it’s the judgment for not 

loving the Truth. 
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THE JUDGMENT WE RECEIVE IS BASED UPON HOW WE HANDLE THE LIGHT 

 Personal Judgment – when a person dies there is no more opportunity to change sides… 

 Group Judgment #1 – Judgment begins at the House of Yah (the professing people of 

Yahweh, who have the greatest amount of Light are Judged first – this is the Bride, the 

barley grain, also the 144,000…  “The Spirit and the Bride say come…”) – the Barley grain 

harvest begins at Passover (First Fruits of the Barley is on the Seder Table). The Gospel 

begins in Jerusalem (Bride), then Judea (Christians, but paganized)… Samaria… 

uttermost parts of the Earth (the heathen/Gentiles). The watchmen do not sleep 

(discern the times). 

 Group Judgment #2 – the sleeping virgins – 5-wise possess sincere Christianity; 5-foolish 

are self-deceived and no longer have oil (the Holy Spirit). This group is asleep – they do 

not discern the times… 

 Group Judgment #3 – Judgment begins at the House of Yah (1 Peter 4:17). First the 

Bride is Judged, then the sleeping virgins…   

o Acts 1:8 “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: 

and ye shall be witnesses unto Me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in 

Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”  

o Jerusalem is the Bride the 144,000… the first group judged 

o Judaea is the Sabbath/Torah keepers with twisted doctrine. 

o Samaria is the Sunday-keeping paganized Christian world. 

o Uttermost part of the Earth – the unsaved “Gentiles” is judged last. 

 Revelation 11:1-2  “And there was given me a reed like unto a rod: and 
the angel stood, saying, Rise, and measure the temple of God, and the 
altar, and them that worship therein. But the court which is without the 
temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is given unto the Gentiles: 
and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two months.”  
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Exodus 9:31-32  “And the flax and the barley was smitten: for the barley was in the ear, and the 
flax was bolled. But the wheat and the rie were not smitten: for they were not grown up.”

Witnesses… This group 
is preparing and no one 
else is preparing… The 

disciples pray for 40 
days…

The sealing of the

Revelation 14:1-5 

Past Shadow picture:  
This time ended in Acts 
with the Outpouring of 
the Holy Spirit on the 
Upper Room Group.

goes out, lays hands on 
others, and they too 

receive the Spirit. 
 

FUTURE: 
The sealing of the 

Judea Group? 
 

This group starts giving 
the Gospel, which 

brings in the wheat… 

Past Shadow picture:  
After the barley (upper 
room group) received 
the outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit, they went 
out and preached and 

there were 3000 
people converted in 
that Day. This is the 

firstfruits of the wheat 
harvest in the early 
Christian Church.

The sealing of the 
Samaria Group? 

Past Shadow picture:  
In the early Christian 

Church era, the Gospel 
went to the whole 

world… There were 
countless converts…  

This is the wheat 
harvest. 

 
FUTURE: 

 
The sealing of the 

Uttermost parts of the 
Earth (Gentiles) Group? 
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The black horse is connected with a low price of wheat and barley…  These are two saved 

groups… The low price indicates a large harvest of both wheat and barley. This is the spiritual 

application of the price of barley and wheat in Revelation 6:5-6…  There is also a literal 

application…  The harvests of both is large and valuable. This 

indicates economy/inflation. 

The Expositor’s Bible Commentary explains regarding this 

passage: “This amount [of money] suggests food prices about 

twelve times higher than normal … and implies inflation and 

famine conditions (Matthew 24:7). A quart of wheat would 

supply an average person one day’s sustenance. Barley was 

used by the poor to mix with the wheat.” Food shortages cause 

inflation in food prices. And higher prices make the remaining 

food harder to afford. 

“Give me control over a nation’s currency and I 

care not who makes its laws.” 

Mayer Amschel Rothschild (1743-1812) 

Ezekiel 7:19 – “They shall cast their silver in the 

streets, and their gold shall be removed: their 

silver and their gold shall not be able to deliver 

them in the day of the Wrath of Yahweh: they 

shall not satisfy their souls, neither fill their 

bowels: because it is the stumblingblock of their 

iniquity.”  

The Globalist’s plan behind the economic attack has always been global domination. 

The black horse goes into the North Country, quieting the Spirit of Yahweh…  This represents 

how the King of the North – aka the Beast – is being accepted (Mark of the Beast) and in the 

acceptance people lose the ability to be saved. Quieting the Spirit of Yahweh is grieving the 

Spirit…  Ultimately we lose the Holy Spirit – and become unsavable (because we can’t be saved 
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without the working of the Holy Spirit). White horse brings SEAL OF YAHWEH…  Rejection of the 

Seal of Yahweh leaves you with only the MARK OF THE BEAST. Everyone gets one of these two 

marks: Seal or Mark…  one or the other. 

It will be exceedingly noticeable between the sides…  because the dark side will be 100% filled 

with demonic spirits and the LIGHT SIDE will be 100% filled with the Holy Spirit…  They BLICK. 

And that brings us to the terrible fourth horse, ridden by death and followed by Hell.  

THE PALE HORSE – Revelation 6:7-8 

The Bible tells us that this fourth horse period will be characterized by continued famines, 

violence and pestilences that were brought in the periods of the prior three horses. But the 

fourth horse – the pale horse whose rider is death is foretold to go towards the realm of the 

south. 

These are the prophetic beasts Daniel saw rise from the earth in Daniel 7. In other words, in the 

time of the Pale Horse, the Global plan to implement a New World Order will be complete. 

Suffering will be terrible as people will be put in concentration camps and even exterminated 

by these Beast Powers. 

Following WWII, the greatest worldwide Baby Boom took place…  leaders of the Illuminati were 

severely shaken by this because: 

Population is the biggest inhibitor of the New World Order.  

 Joseph Campbell (The Power of Myth) - “No one is going to like the loss of individual 

freedoms guaranteed us by the Constitution and the Bill of Rights.  I do not like or agree 

with what is planned…  The New World Order is evil, but very much needed if man is to 

survive long enough to plant his seed amongst 

the stars.” 

Matthew 24:19-22 – A woe is pronounced in 

this time for mothers with young children. An 

incomparable time of Trouble will commence… 

But the good news is that such things will never 

happen again. 

Psalm 20:7 – Some trust in military might 

(which is human strength), but we (who love 

and know Yahweh) will trust in the Name of Yahweh.  

Jeremiah 17:5 – A curse is put upon those who trust in human strength. A blessing is put 

upon those who trust in Yahweh and hope in Him. 
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The Pale Horse –… 

In the Mazzaroth Zechariah 6:7 Revelation 6:7-8 
In the Mazzaroth, we have the 
two fish of Dagim correlating 
with the time of the ride of the 
Pale Horse… the other horses 
are still riding while the pale has 
his turn… 

 
 

“All things (everything) work 
together for good, to them 
that love Yahweh and are 
called according to His good 
purpose.” Romans 8:28 

 
There will be no martyrdom 
after Probation closes…  
Yahweh only allows martyrs 
during the time when there can 
be converts from it. 
 

“Precious in the sight of 
Yahweh is the death of His 
saints.” Psalm 115:16 

 

Grizzled and Bay 
Horses/chariots: 
The grizzled and bay horse is 
the fourth in Zechariah…  
 
Bay is a color of a horse, but 
that is not what this passage is 
referring to…  It’s amats…  
which in Hebrew refers to the 
intensity of this horse’s ride. 
 
Amats is what Yah’s people are 
to have during this time 
especially: 
 
Israel: Rak chazak amats “be 
strong and very courageous” 
Be wholehearted for Yahweh. 
Love Yahweh more than 
anything! This time is the love 
test for those who will be saved. 
 
Time of Trouble: amats This is 
the time of Trouble “such as 
never was since there was a 
nation…” – Amats reflects the 
intensity of this time of trouble. 
 
During the ride of the 
pale/grizzled horse, there will 
be martyrs… Fourth seal – pale 
horse…  Fifth seal – martyrs 
being told to wait, there will still 
be more martyrs. 
 
This horse is a global influence… 
It walks to and fro throughout 
the earth…  
 
The Eyes of Yahweh go to and 
fro throughout the earth, 
seeking hearts that are perfect 
(whole hearted) towards Him.  
2 Chronicles 16:9 
 

Pale Horse: 

 The Rider is Death. Hell 
follows it (so Eternal destruction 
follows the ride of this horse, 
for the wicked). 

 Literal Hell - is a temporary 
Inferno – burning up the 
wicked and sin… it is the 
Judgment that comes, on 
the wicked, on the heels 
(just after) this horse’s ride…  
Doomsday for wickedness… 
Hell follows this horse! Yay! 
Because Hell is the burning 
up of the wicked.  

 Figurative Hell – it is the 
name of the kingdom (but 
not a power name)…  It is a 
label that means “this being 
is marked to burn in the Fire 
of Hell”. 

 The Righteous (Auriga) 
behold the judgment, but 
receive Life – not death… 
They are not harmed. 

 During this horse’s ride, ¼ of 
the earth is affected by four 
ways to die: 

 Death – could be 
diseases, could be toxic 
planet… 

 Famine (hunger) 

 Sword (violence) – this 
is just human vs human 
cruelty… violence… 

 Beasts (directly by the 
political 
rulers/powers)… could 
also be literal beasts… 
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Removing the Myth of Hell – the Truth about Hell… The rider of the Pale Horse is Death…  and 

Hell follows…  But this horse is spirit from the Presence of Yahweh (Zechariah 6:5). 

 Hell is a term used to refer to the devil’s kingdom – aka “the kingdom of hell”. The title 

“kingdom of Hell” refers to being marked for eternal death… Those of this “kingdom” 

will burn. They do not survive the burning. 

 But Hell is not a place where the devil roasts people for all eternity, and himself endures 

the fires. 

 When “Hell” follows the pale horse, it doesn’t mean that the kingdom of Hell is 

prospering or defeating Righteousness…  It is about the fact that the Eternal Judgment 

of Fire (Hell) is soon coming after this horse concludes its ride…  

 Hell is a Judgment of “everlasting burnings” – which comes from wickedness being 

exposed to the Presence of holy Yah. 

o The righteous will dwell with everlasting burnings  

 Isaiah 33:14-15  “The sinners in Zion are afraid; fearfulness hath surprised 

the hypocrites. Who among us shall dwell with the devouring fire? who 

among us shall dwell with everlasting burnings? He that walketh 

righteously, and speaketh uprightly; he that despiseth the gain of 

oppressions, that shaketh his hands from holding of bribes, that stoppeth 

his ears from hearing of blood, and shutteth his eyes from seeing evil.”  

 Isaiah 5:24 – The fire will devour, like fire burns stubble, all who cast 

away (rebel against) Yahweh’s Law and despise the Creator. 

 Isaiah 29:6 – Yahweh visits (Judges) the wicked with a series of 

judgments, the last of which is a flame of “devouring” Fire. 

 Isaiah 30:27-33 – Yahweh’s Breath and Voice bring Fiery Judgment upon 

the “Assyrian” (the Beast) and his Kingdom.  

 Hell is not a place, but a Judgment, with eternal consequences… 

 Deuteronomy 5:24-25 – Yahweh came down on Mount Sinai in an 

impressive Fiery Presence. His Presence, His Glory, is a consuming Fire… 

 Deuteronomy 32:21-24 – Yahweh consumes in fire those who are 

idolatrous. The Fire burns to the lowest hell…  consumes it. 

 Psalm 11:6 – The Cup of the Wine of the Wrath of Yahweh is Fire and 

Brimstone, which is “rained” (like Sodom) upon the wicked. Fire and 

Brimstone come from Yahweh, not the devil. 

 Psalm 21:9 – The Fire of Yahweh’s Wrath devours the wicked. 

 Psalm 50:3 – When Yahweh Comes, a Fire devours before Him. 

 Nahum 1:5-6 – Yahweh’s Presence is a Fire that consumes the earth, 

melts the hills, and the people who are wicked. 

 Hebrews 12:29 – For our God is a consuming Fire.  

 Isaiah 34:9 – The Fire and Brimstone burn “night and day” and the smoke 

goes up “forever”… None pass through it (or survive this experience).  
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 Scripture says that Samuel was a priest “forever” before Yahweh. 

Samuel died…  so what’s up with “forever”. The Hebrew word for 

“forever” can mean eternal, but also means until it’s done…  

 So the concept of the Fire lasting forever, is like in Sodom and 

Gomorrah. The effect of the Judgment lasts for Generations…  But 

the Fire doesn’t continue to burn. Once consumed, it’s 

consumed… The effect of being consumed is eternal at the End. 

 Isaiah 66:24 – “And they shall go forth, and look upon the carcases of the 

men that have transgressed against me: for their worm shall not die, 

neither shall their fire be quenched; and they shall be an abhorring unto 

all flesh.” Worms are a Hebrew expression for the state of being dead – 

obviously worms cannot literally be upon a burning corpse… The 

reference here burning and worms is a Hebrew expression for death – 

specifically eternal death. The fact that the fire will never be quenched is 

a poetic expression meaning that those Judged with this Fire will never 

live again.” 

 Matthew 18:8 – Everlasting fire is to be avoided – whatever the cost. 

 Matthew 25:41 & 46 – The everlasting Fire, aka Hell, is prepared for (the 

future of) the devil and his angels. They don’t survive the experience, 

because the devil is not stronger than Yahweh and cannot defeat His Fire. 

The Judgment options are: Life or Death. Both Judgments are eternal. 

 2 Thessalonians 1:8-9 – The wicked will be Judged with “everlasting 

destruction” by the Fire of the Glory of Yahweh. 

 Revelation 14:10-11 –  

 “The same shall drink of the Wine of the Wrath of God, which is 

poured out without mixture into the Cup of His Indignation; and 

he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of 

the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb: And the smoke 

of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have 

no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and 

whosoever receiveth the mark of his name.”  

o In Scripture, “forever” is a term meaning “everlasting” and 

“until finished”…   

o The smoke is likened to the blood…  Remember the story 

of Cain and Abel…  Yah said that Abel’s blood cried to Him 

from the ground…  This is not literal. It is an expression. 

Similarly the blood and smoke are bearing a testimony…   

o It says that the wicked will have no rest – Rest is Sabbath – 

Sabbath is being with Yahweh for the great Rest…  It’s one 
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of the meanings of the names of the Sheepfold 

constellation. 

 Revelation 20:7-10 – when the millennium is finished (the great Sabbath 

– rest) the rest of the dead and Satan will be destroyed in Fire…  The 

effect is eternal. 

 Rev 20:14-15  “And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. 

This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in 

the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.” 

 Neither death nor hell exist beyond the FIRE!  

 The “wages of sin is death” – there is no more death because 

there is no more sin! No sin…  no sinners… no satan…  

o Nahum 1:9 – “affliction” will not rise again, Yahweh will 

make an utter end (complete end) of affliction. 

 Affliction is “trouble” and also it means the 

“adversary”. Satan means “accuser” / “adversary”. 

o Malachi 4:1-3 – the wicked will be burned up – ashes in 

the Day of Yahweh’s Judgment. 

o Ezekiel 28:18-19  “Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the 

multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of thy traffick; 

therefore will I bring forth a fire from the midst of thee, it 

shall devour thee, and I will bring thee to ashes upon the 

earth in the sight of all them that behold thee. All they 

that know thee among the people shall be astonished at 

thee: thou shalt be a terror, and never shalt thou be any 

more.” 

 The devil is the King of Tyrus, who will burn to 

ashes and never be anymore.
