Secret Wars (Baker/2006), Patrick Means reveals a confidential survey of pastors and church lay leaders. Sixty-four
percent of these Christian leaders admit that they are struggling with sexual addiction or sexual compulsion including,
but not limited to, the use of pornography, compulsive masturbation, or other secret, sexual activity.

In our own experience, we have learned of church elders with gambling addictions. There are church members,
and even pastors, who struggle to hide the i mmoral behavi

It is no wonder that from the outside, the worldly person can see no real difference between the professed
Christians and himself. The church-goers have the same weaknesses and failings as those lost in the world. Where is

The Gospel is NOT the Good News that Yahshua (Jesus) died to
save people IN their sins. The Gospel IS the Good News that Yahshua
died to save us FROM our sins. Thus

through the power of Yahshua, we can walk FREE from the sins and
demonic bondage that have held us enslaved.

Good News! Presenting only part of the Gospel, as much of Christian-
ity does, is really far more serious than it may sound at first. For telling
only a patrtial truth is really leaving one to believe a lie. Thus, in sharing
only part of the Gospel, Christianity has largely failed to share the true
Good News at all, rather what is being taught is a perverted teachingd it
is, in fact, the false Gospel the Apostle Paul warned us against in
Galatians 1:3-8

Gospel truth is to mix it with error, causing what was once good to become corrupted.
Not only does Paul warn against the false gospel, he also gives us keys to identifying the perversion in the false
gospel teaching. They are found in 2 Timothy 3:1-7.

Let us take a moment to look carefully at this important description of false Christianity as detailed by Paul in the
above text. There are several characteristics which deserve our attention, as they are fruits of the false gospel.

1. The above text refers to professed Christians, be
godliness, 0 or claim to be and |l ook Ilike Christiar
have a transformed life to accompany the claim.

2. This Scripture is discussing a condition of professed followers of God at the end of time, because it
states that this will take place in the filast days:«

3. The characteristics of these nominal Afconvertso ar

enslaved to sin and under bondage to the destroyer of souls.

The identifying mark in the false gospel is its lack of life-changing power. As it points out in 2 Timothy, those
caught up in its teachings wild/ find they are stildl just
still disobedient, unthankful, and unholy. And while they do have some affection for God, the truth is that they love
pleasure more. It is this sick sort of pseudo-Christianity that is giving Yahshua a weak image, rendering the life-changing
power and Person of Christ virtually impotent.

But the real Good News is that this is a FALSE teaching! Yahshua is our mighty Deliverer! He has come to set
the captives free. He not only forgives us our past sins, but He also provides the power now to deliver us from every
demonic tendency and every satanic enslavement. As it says so beautifully in Isaiah, i Sh al | the prey be
mighty, or the lawful captive delivered? But thus saith the LORD, Even the captives of the mighty shall be taken away,
and the prey of the terrible shall be delivered: for | will contend with him that contendeth with thee, and | will save thy
c hi | dlsaiahn®:24-25).

What does this mean to the worried Christian parent of a rebellious teen?

What does this mean to the secretly addicted churchgoer? What does this mean to
the church leader eaten up inside with bitterness and resentment? It means that the
Saviour has the power to restore your life and home in righteousness. He can
produce the beautiful Fruit of the Spirit in you while shattering these sinful chains
that bind your soul.

Ultimately, the incredible Good News about the Gospel is that we can
overcome through the power of Christ.

Chapter 2

In the church board meeting, when faces may be taking on a reddish hue, veins may be popping out from
strained necks, and voices may be intensifying to a rather strident pitch; most Christians do not recognize the underlying
dark element working in lives, in such a situation.

We understand that intercessory prayer is a vital part of true Christianity. But without a true understanding of
what a demonic attack looks like, we do not find ourselves rightly responding in the crisis, and the powerful, Heavenly
weapons lay unused. All too often, our human nature commands our response. Soon our own blood pressure rises and
we are hard pressed to resist bitterness toward the person(s) involved.

The Bible tells us plainly who the enemy is in every encounter. iFor we wrestl e not agai n:
against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high
p | a c(Epkedians 6:12). In other words, that lady in church, who seems to have nothing better to do than gossip about
you, is not your enemy. That man who gets angry in business meetings and demands the church be painted in a color
you cand6t stand is not your enemy. I n every negative enco
a human, you are really in a spiritual warfare encounter.

Going back to our illustration in the church board meeting, if one of the board members began speaking in
multiple voices, and demonstrating super human abilities, most Christians would quickly acknowledge that a spiritual
warfare encounter was taking place. But the devil does not usually manifest his presence so obviously. Thus, Christians

Having this spiritual eyesight to recognize what spirits (whether the Holy Spirit, or demon spirits) are involved in
our |ives, is the first step in Iiving a victorious Chris
until we first recognize the attack for what it really is. Thus, we begin with a simple, biblical test which will give us the
spiritual laser vision we desperately need ifwewouldi wi t hst and t he wkphesiagns@lfil&13he enemyo
Simply put, this test miFg huti t a dleSctiptudes tely us o aise tha Frlitdesttda h e |
recognize what spirits are influencing, or even controlling us. By using the Fruit Test, we will be able to discern what is
really going on in our own lives and in the lives of those around us. The fact that the Fruit Test gives us spiritual laser
vision to recognize spiritual reality is found in Matthew Chapter 7:

We are all designed to be spiritual temples. A temple is intended to house a
spiritual entity. As the Scriptures tell us in 1 Corinthians 3:16-17, i Know ye not that
ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? If any man
defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which
temple ye are. o

We are all called to be pure temples for YHWH. Learning to use the Fruit Test begins with acknowledging this
fact. Never is the human being devoid of a spiritual driving force. Either the Heavenly Father, through the presence of
His Holy Spirit, is in residence in our body temple; or one or more demon spirits are present. The fact that our body

Once we acknowledge the reality of a spiritual presence always dwelling in the body temple, we have taken a
vital step in being able to rightly discern the spiritual battle. Next, we must carefully dispel our own natural biases
regarding spiritual discernment. It is tempting to predispose ourselves to thinking a person too spiritual to be under a
demonic influence for a time.

However, thinking this way deprives a godly person, now sinking in sin, of the intercessory prayer he or she
most needs of you. The apostle Peter was certainly a Holy-Spirit filled man who served the Heavenly Father in a mighty
way. Yet, on at least one occasion, the devil had become the driving influence affecting his thoughts, words, and actions.
