About 2500 years ago, the prophet Daniel wrote of a world-changing conflict to come in the Middle East. In the
Bible (in Daniel Chapter eight), not only were the precise location and combatants in this war foretold, but the outcome
was also given. Daniel wrote of a war that would take place in the vicinity of ancient Babylon (modern Iraq). This war
would be fought between the united Arab nations and a powerful western opponent. It would culminate in the
destruction of the Arab nations and the United States (the driving force in the opposing western power, as is explained
on the next page). The Scriptures also show that, from the ashes of this conflict, the institution of the papacy will rise
to a position of unprecedented global domination, an event foretold to happen at the very end of the world (Daniel
8:17).

For the spiritually-minded person, if this Middle East crisis is the conflict prophesied in Scripture, now is the time for
soul-searching. Never mind that this conflict is prophesied to precede a global crisis involving increasing disasters,
financial ruin and wars. The most notable result of Daniel6 #iddle East conflict is the long-awaited return of Christ.

Is it merely a coincidence that fighting is taking place in the exact location where Daniel foretold it? Is it only by
chance that this conflict has developed pbetween the very world powers Daniel predicted? Whether you believe in
God or not, the fact that this biblical Middle East vision bears an accurate likeness to current events in Irag warrants
investigation.

notable horn of the he-goat is broken (Daniel 8:8). If the United States is

indeed represented as this horn power, this is bad news for America.

Will the breaking of this power be financial? Will it be due to a catastrophic chain of events caused by a terrorist
act? The cause for the breaking of the horn power is not given in the prophecy. One thing is clear, the outcome of the
conflict in the Middle East will not be a lasting victory for the United States (the notable horn).

But, following the breaking of its single, driving, horn power; the goat is not left devoid of leadership. In Daniel 8:8,
we find that four notable horns grow up to quickly replace the original single horn. It is interesting to note that the
United Nations has five permanent security members. If the United States (which is currently one of the five) were
removed, there would indeed be four horns who would equally lead the United Nations. They are: Great Britain,
France, Russia and China. Once again, the U.S/U.N. identity of the he-goat fits.

With the destruction of the Arabic nations and the breaking of the United States power, prophesied as the outcome
of the Daniel 8 Iran/lraq war, this conflict will have a long-lasting impact on the world. But, there is yet another sinister
fruit of this struggle.

Understanding Prophetic Times

WHAT IS A"TIME?" The word "time”= year
(Daniel 4:23-32 says that 7 “times" passed over Nebuchadnezzar
during his period of insanity. This was 7 years.)

HOW LONG IS A"TIME, TIMES and a HALF TIME"

(Rev.12:14 & Dan. 7:25) We know that a “time"is one year,and
obviously a half time would then be half a year, but the term
"times"is not clearly defined. How many years is this?

The smallest amount of years that “times" could represent (without
a number of times being specified) is two years. To confirm this we
must look at other Bible prophecies on the same subject.In
Revelation 12:6 and Rev.12:14, we find that this time, times and a
half time period is 1260 days. With this added information,

we know for certain that “times” represents 2 years. (See the

math problem to the left).

Daniel 7:25,Rev.12:14 and Rev.12:6 are all talking about the same
power (shown in Daniel as alittle horn"and in Revelation as a
beast). It reigns for the same length of time. This time period has
two meanings. In Bible prophecy, a day can be literally 24 hours.

A day can also be a full year (see Ezekiel 4:4-6). The first reign of the
“little horn" power was 1260 years (see the diagram on the left).
The second reign of the "little horn" power will be 1260 days - or
31/2 years (remember the Biblical year length is 360 days).

It came up among the ten horns (Dan. 7:8)
After pagan Rome fell, there were 10 divisions (kingdoms) of the Roman empire. The ten kingdoms of the ancient Roman
empire were: the Alemanni (Germany), the Suevi (NW Spain), the Visigoths (Spain), the Vandals (N. Africa - destroyed by
Rome in 534 CE), the Franks (France), the Burgundians (Burgundy), the Anglo-Saxons (Britain), the Heruli (formerly
occupied part of the region of Rome i destroyed in 493 CE), the Ostrogoths (formerly occupied part of the region of Rome i
destroyed in 553 CE), and the Lombards (ltaly). The Papacy did arise from among these ten kingdoms.

It came to power after the ten horns (Dan. 7:24)
The Bible shows the little horn coming to power from among the ten horns, and yet later (as the ten horns are already in power
when the little horn arises). The papal power also meets this description.

It was different from the other ten horns and yet also a horn (Dan. 7:24)
The other ten horns were only political powers. This power would be political (as it is represented as a horn), but it was
different in that it was ALSO a religious power. Once again, the Papacy meets this characteristic.

It looked more stout (stronger) than his fellows (Dan. 7:20)
This power was to be stronger than the other kingdoms. During its first stint of power, the Papacy was so strong that kings
could only come to power if they accepted the Papal supremacy and with the Papal blessing.

It uprooted three kingdoms when it rose to power (Dan. 7:8, 20 & 24)
When the Papacy rose to power, three Germanic kingdoms, which were of the 10 divisions of the Roman Empire, were

destroyed. Because there were no survivors of these three kingdoms (the Heruli, Ostrogoths, and the Vandals), th e
fi uppored to beeadcarate.
